As you have probably seen, certain restrictions are beginning to be lifted in Texas while other closings/cancelations are happening. I am 

writing because I want to clearly communicate the decisions and steps Huntsville Church of Christ (HCOC) is taking. Please read this entire 

update and share it with other HCOC members. 

First, just because Governor Abbott has said that churches can resume meeting does not mean that is what all churches should do. Every 

church faces unique circumstances and each church needs to decide what is best for their people and their context. Even with churches 

being able to meet, there are still restrictions. For instance, churches are not supposed to offer childcare; space must be made in worship 

centers for social distancing; masks must be worn; there are limitations on total number of people who can gather, etc. These type 

restrictions make it uniquely difficult for churches like HCOC. Truthfully by the time we meet all the criteria necessary, it wouldn’t look much 

like church anyway. We also have to remember that we are not like other churches. We have a much larger population of “vulnerable” 

members. We also are not a “come watch the show” kind of church. The fact is people singing in close proximity to one another can spread 

germs much more readily than just watching from a seat. We will carefully evaluate all the data and restrictions based on the unique needs 

and makeup of HCOC and then decide when and how we should begin meeting in person as a church.                                                                                                                                                                                               

I am as eager as anyone to resume our regular meetings, but we must be wise and smart regarding the process of re-entry. We will be 

evaluating everything on a week to week basis and updating consistently. Please pray that your leadership has wisdom as we make 

decisions that affect so many. In the meantime, we will continue with the weekly schedule we have been operating under on our church’s 

Facebook page. 

We will continue to offer opportunities for the church to connect. Whether this is my Wednesday and Thursday morning Bible classes or our 

online streaming service. This Sunday (May 10) we will offer another drive-in opportunity at HCOC. This gives us a chance to get together 

safely while meeting all guidelines placed upon us. We will also use this as a chance to honor our graduating seniors. Please make plans to 

join us and participate as we honor mothers and graduates together.
